Nelligan Lake — Mountain (Oconto County)

This lake is favored by fishermen; it has few homes, and is a quiet lake. Campers from nearby
primitive campsites like to swim here in the summer. The lake is 50 acres in size with a
maximum depth of 26 feet and an average depth of 7 feet; it has large-mouth bass, trout, and
panfish.

Boat Landing (red on map):
In downtown Mountain, turn east from hwy 32 onto county W; drive 6.5 miles.
Turn right (south) onto Nelligan Lake Road; drive 0.6 miles.
Vear left onto gravel road and proceed 0.4 miles to the boat landing.

Everyone should wear a PFD (personal flotation device).
